RE: RECAP OF RECENT LEGISLATIVE ACTIVITIES

State Legislative Activities: The California Transit Association reports: “On January
8th, the governor released a proposed 2010-11 budget which eliminates funding for
public transportation by abolishing the core revenue sources of the Public
Transportation Account (PTA): spillover, the sales tax on gasoline (Prop 42), the sales
tax on diesel, and the sales tax on 9 cents of the excise tax (Prop 111) -- a total of
$1.586 billion from all four sources. Meanwhile, the governor "markets" to the public
not only that the state will be providing the same level of transportation spending,
but also that this proposal creates gas cost savings to drivers. In fact, both of these
claims are half-truths that hide the damage that will really be done to our state's
public transportation system as well as other state programs in the future.”

“The governor's proposal sidesteps our recent litigation by removing the main
revenue sources for state transit funding. Additionally, the governor proposes to
spend down the nearly $1.2 billion that the court ordered to be restored to the PTA
on bond debt service and traditional PTA obligations such as the intercity rail
program, Caltrans planning, etc., until the funds are exhausted in 2011-12, thus
fulfilling the state's court ordered "repayment" to the PTA. Notably, once the funds
are exhausted, these state programs that have been historically PTA obligations will
become General Fund obligations. This means that there could be a tax increase
proposed in the future to compensate for this new General Fund expenditure!”

“Funding for the State Transit Assistance (STA) program was suspended in the current
budget until FY 2012-13. The governor's proposal would eliminate STA in perpetuity.
Furthermore, the proposal would stagnate the growth of transportation revenue since
the conversion would make the state dependent upon a flat tax that is collected by
consumption at the pump rather than adding additional resources through the
increase of gas prices. This will ultimately impact funding for the State Transportation
Improvement Program as well as local streets and roads...Overall, this proposal is a
big loss for the state's transportation system.”




Local Legislative Activities: We continue to meet with the offices of elected officials
and other transit leaders in Los Angeles County. This month, | met with Kian Kaeni,
Legislative Deputy for Los Angeles City Councilmember Paul Koretz. David
Gershwin, from Cerrell and Associates, also attended the meeting. We had a wide
ranging discussion about Access Services and other transportation issues facing
people with disabilities, particularly the future of CityRide and other transportation
programs offered by the City of Los Angeles.
