RE: RECAP OF RECENT LEGISLATIVE ACTIVITIES

State Legislative Activities: The biggest transit news from Sacramento
occurred recently when the State Supreme Court rejected the Schwarzenegger
Administration’s appeal of a lower court ruling that found that annual raids on
transit funding are illegal. By declining to accept the Petition for Review filed
by state officials, the high court upheld the ruling of the Third District Court of
Appeal that recent funding diversions violated a series of statutory and
constitutional amendments enacted by voters via four statewide initiatives
dating back to 1990.  Public transit officials now hope to work with the
Administration and Legislature to restore those funds taken since the
Association filed the initial lawsuit in October, 2007, on the heels of the 2007-
08 state budget package that raided $1.19 billion from the Public
Transportation Account (PTA). Since that agreement, more than $3 billion in
transit funding has been re-routed to fill holes in the General Fund.

In other news, SB 734, which contained language that clarified that Access
Services is eligible for Exempt License Plates, was signed into law by the
Governor. Many thanks to our state advocate Jason Gonsalves!

Federal Legislative Activities: APTA reports, “Just hours prior to the
expiration of Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act - A
Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU), and the end of fiscal year (FY) 2009, the U.S.
Senate passed a Continuing Resolution (CR) to extend funding for all federal
programs for one month. The CR also includes a one-month extension of
transit and highway authorization law (SAFETEA-LU), but the debate on a
longer term extension is expected to continue, with action possible in the
coming days. The CR, which was passed by the U.S. House of Representatives
last week, was attached to H.R. 2918, the Conference Report for the FY 2010
Legislative Branch appropriations bill.  The CR was required because
Congress was not able to enact any of the appropriations bills prior to the
onset of FY 2010, and efforts to enact a longer term extension for SAFETEA-LU
prior to the deadline fell short.”

The House and the Senate appear to be at odds over the timeline for passage
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of a successor to SAFETEA-LU with the Senate (and the administration)
favoring an 18-month extension of the current bill and the House favoring a
much shorter extension.
