RE: RECAP OF RECENT LEGISLATIVE ACTIVITIES

State Legislative Activities: Earlier in the year, Access was involved in a
disagreement with the Department of Motor Vehicles about whether our vehicles
were allowed to have Exempt License plates. (Exempt Plates have lower fees than
our current plates and also do not have to be renewed every year which reduces the
administrative burden on Access.) Since we are now officially a public entity under
state law, we argued that we should be allowed to have the same license plates as
any other transit agency in California. While the DMV initially agreed and issued us
some Exempt Plates, they then changed their mind and stopped issuing the plates
and we feared they would request that we return the plates that had been issued. In
response, | started working with our state advocate, Jason Gonsalves, of Joe A.
Gonsalves and Sons. Jason was able to bring the issue to the attention of DMV senior
management who reviewed the situation and ultimately sided with Access. In order
to clarify the law and minimize confusion in the future, Jason also inserted some
language that we had drafted into an omnibus bill, SB 734, which is now on its way to
the Governor for signature.

Federal Legislative Activities: According to APTA, the U.S. Senate is expected to
adopt legislation shortly that extends, for another 18 months, our nation’s surface
transportation program. The current program expires on September 30, 2009. The
U.S. House of Representatives is reportedly considering a three month extension of
the surface transportation law. The Senate bill will seek to transfer $20 billion from the
general fund to the Highway Trust Fund. If adopted, the Senate bill would represent
the third time in less than twelve months that Congress has transferred funds from the
general fund to the Highway Trust Fund.

Local Legislative Activities: Big news! Los Angeles International Airport (LAX) has
finally installed stand signs to better enable our riders to meet their rides when they
return from a trip. This was truly a collaborative effort between Access Services and
members of the community. Thanks go out to David Gershwin and his team at
Cerrell and Associates (our local advocate) for working with officials at LAX to help
them understand the importance of these signs. Boardmember Theresa DeVera also
deserves our thanks for working with the Los Angeles Department on Disability and
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other groups to further push this issue forward. And finally, we'd like to thank Larry
Rolon at LAX for overseeing the design and installation of these signs. A map and
photo of the new signs is attached.
